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The � HYPERLINK "http://www.bishopmuseum.org/" ��Bishop Museum� was founded in 1889 by Charles Reed Bishop in honor of his late wife, Princess Bernice Pauahi Bishop, the last descendant of the royal Kamehameha family.  The Museum was designated the State Museum on Natural and Cultural History in 1988.


On November 10, 2003 Bishop Museum broke ground on the first phase of the new Science Learning Center.  The Center will be the only facility in Hawai'i dedicated to showcasing the latest in scientific technology and research and educating visitors on such topics as oceanography, volcanology, meteorology, biodiversity and ecology.
